Global Outreach is a service organization that looks to foster spirituality in an individual by working with the poor and marginalized.  For this goal to be reached we ask the participating individual to live simply and in community with the other participants, to examine the causes of social injustice and to experience, in the most real way possible, the reality of being a person of a particular culture.  We hope that upon returning the individual retains this new perspective and shares it with his or her own community.  This is all part of the spirituality of Global Outreach.  We ask each individual to adopt and respect the four pillars of Global Outreach, which have been created for this purpose.

strive to remain open to differences of opinion and behavior as they present themselves in encounters with those of another culture

Seeking Justice

We ask that you

work with the poor in pursuit of solidarity toward the goal of making change in the world

-
strive to become just in your own thoughts, language, and actions so that your work for justice will have credibility

-
seek to know the truth of situations rather than relying on your own prejudices and biases

Community Living

We ask that you

be open and honest with other community members and be willing to share part of your life with them

-
take part in the projects activities including its meetings both before and after the project

-
not make decisions that affect the group or the program independently of the project group and Global Outreach

Spirituality








_____ (initial)
Global Outreach seeks diversity of faiths and spirituality.  We welcome any religion or lack thereof.  However, we require that you are open to others’ beliefs and are willing to share your own.  Regardless of your degree of spirituality,

participate in the community time of prayer and reflection, bringing your own gifts of life and experience and cherishing those of others
Acceptance to a Global Outreach team is both an honor and a responsibility.  Please review the following list of regulations prior to applying to the Program.  This contract is valid for any and all Global Outreach projects.  

•Pre-project Expectations






_____ (initial)

Upon acceptance to a Global Outreach team, participants will be expected to attend weekly meetings and one over-night retreat with his/her team.  These are mandatory and serve to strengthen the team dynamic.

•Finances








_____ (initial)

Participants are responsible for the total cost of the project, which is ___________.         In the event that a participant is unable to attend the project, he/she still must pay all non-refundable expenses incurred on his/her behalf.  

•Drugs/Alcohol







_____ (initial)

Global Outreach is a Fordham University program and therefore all members must conduct themselves in accordance with the Fordham University Handbook.  Any use of drugs or alcohol, whether or not the participant is 21 years of age, jeopardizes the integrity and future of Global Outreach projects.  Violations of this policy will result in termination of his/her participation in the project (i.e. being flown home at his/her expense) and a formal hearing before the Dean of Students upon his/her return.

•Community Expectations






_____ (initial)
Dating between participants or among members of the communities we serve is prohibited during the project.  Participants are also asked to refrain from blatant separations among the group of a few individuals (i.e. cliques) or any action that results in a breakdown of community.  This is in respect for community living which is hindered by individuals who are not open to the entire group. 

Remember that all actions of participants reflect upon the larger Global Outreach Program and Fordham University.  Therefore, all participants are expected to live up to the outlined regulations.  In the event that a participant chooses not to abide by these regulations, he/she will be unable to participate in future Global Outreach projects at either campus.
