Inviting

· By asking for funds we are asking the people who raised us to be givers, to put their money where their mouth is

· We are inviting others to send us as their ambassadors

· Entering together with our donors on a spiritual journey to bring healing to places that are broken

· We are giving people the opportunity to part with their money, to be freed from control of their possessions

What is required of us

· Not seeing money as a right but as a blessing

· Believing that we are a community who must support the financially weakest member of our community (emphasize that this does not mean the worst, this person is likely better off in identifying with our site than the rest of us) as well as the financially strongest

· Willingness to articulate why we are asking for money: we are in the process of transformation both of ourselves and others

Our commitments

· Building a community with the people who allow us to go on this trip (what are some ideas we can build friendships with these people?)

· To see the interconnection between fundraising and the populations and issues your immersion addresses

· Deepen in our vocational calling as a result of the Plunge: be committed to the transformation of places of hurt, and to solidarity with the poor or marginalized
